Naturally, the students are facing 

many problems. They can not even afford to recharge their internet systems.

The students can not avail themselves of the concession facility for traveling by train. In 

the remote areas the internet connection as well as service is very poor.

The books of the new syllabus are unavailable in the market. Few books are available but 

these are too costly for the students to purchase.

It is needless to say, most of the students belong from poor and needy families.

Recommendations :

a) E-Library should be introduced for all.

b) The students should be provided with the facility of travel concession.

c) Financial assistance needs to be given to the economically backward students.
